       The third Ad-Hoc meeting of IEC TC100, ITU- High-Level meeting

The meeting took place on Saturday, May 22, 2010, 10:00 to 16:30 at Crowne Plaza Hotel in Heidelberg, Germany.          
1.      Opening:
Dr. Hirakawa, IEC TC 100 secretary started the meeting thanking to Mr. Lindsay Frost to arrange this meeting.  Mr. Frost made a short welcome note.  Roll call of delegates was made.
2.      Approval of the agenda             

The draft agenda was reviewed.  A report from JTC 1/SC 25 was added.  Agenda item 5.1 and 5.4 would be reported at the same presentation.  The revised agenda was approved.
3.      Report of the second TC 100 High Level Meeting Ad-Hoc on October 25th, 2009 in Geneva.
Dr. Hirakawa reviewed the meeting minutes. The report was approved.
Mr. Frost commented regarding accessibility that a discussion for Human Factors started in ETSI

Follow-up of the first management meeting of ISO/IEC JTC 1 and IEC/TC 100 held on October 20th, 2009 in Tel Aviv.
It was reported that there were no special event regarding this meeting but cooperation between two organizations is conducted properly.
5.      Report of current collaborative works:
5.1 ITU-T SG 9, SG 16 and ISO/IEC JTC 1, and IEC/TC 100 
Dr. Kawamori thanked for good collaboration with TC 100/TA 8 on Right Information interoperability.

Dr. Kawamori and Mr. Naito introduced some activities in ITU-T based on the document, ITU‑T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_3_01. Topics on joint work with MPEG on Advanced IPTV Terminal and joint collaboration team for video coding development were reported.  Some future events on IPTV interoperability, in Geneva, Singapore, and India were introduced.  The event in Geneva will be held from 20th to 23rd July, 2010.
It was also reported that ITU-T is initiating two focus groups for Smart Meters, Cloud Computing.

Dr. Kawamori and Dr. Naito expressed that close collaboration with IEC, JTC 1 and ETSI on these areas is expected.

Regarding IPTV interoperability, all related SGs in ITU-T are expecting interoperability solution.
Dr. Hirakawa commented that in Japan, there is no special interoperability problem at this moment because Japanese IPTV service is based on STB distribution system.  Dr. Kawamori commented that Internet TV itself would be out of scope of ITU-T but the issue is how to earn money for network providers from such services.
Dr. Kawamori commented that there are already some closed services in the US and for Internet TV, only a few portal sites are actually viewed on the Internet as if various sites are viewed, for example, content on Google server.  Some B to B businesses are contracted in the field of content aggregation and distribution. ITU-T is considering how to provide business opportunity to network providers in Internet TV services. As there is no big difference in IP layer and codecs, services must be interoperable.
Mr. Frost commented that ETSI has several views on IPTV and Internet TV.  The same technologies are used but not consolidated in various services.  ETSI is expecting to have cooperation with ITU-T and other activities. It was commented that the interoperability event are not limited ITU community and it is possible to have joint event with ETSI.
Dr. Kawamori concluded that various services using Internet as traffic channel would bring traffic jam and quality degradation if we don’t provide some countermeasures.
5.2 IEC TC 100 and ITU-T SG 16
Mr. Sakakihara made a presentation on activities in IEC TC 100/TA 8 based on the document, ITU-T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_3_02.  TC 100 had a joint meeting among ITU-T/SG 16/Q13, JTC 1/SC 29/WG 11 and TC 100/TA 8, in January in Tokyo.  An relevant NP is circulated in TC 100.
The joint work is continuing properly.

Mr. Williamson commented that right management issues are discussed in content owners in the US and there is a difficult situation to talk with them for the rights.
5.3 ITU-R SG 6/WP 6B and IEC/TC 100
Dr. Hirakawa introduced a liaison statement received from ITU-R WP6B on Harmonization of content formats with device integration for interactive TV applications.

5.4 ITU-T SG 5 and IEC/TC 100
Dr. Hirakawa reported collaboration activities between ITU-T SG 5 and IEC TC 100 based on the document ITU-T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_3_03.  The report covered topics on, measuring methods of power consumption for AV and multimedia equipment, battery charger interfaces for mobile handheld devices, and relation with European mandate M455 and CENELEC related specification.
Mr. Cocimarov added that the works in CENELEC, ITU-T and TC 100 are not conflicted at all.
5.5 Liaison statement regarding AIT from JTC 1/SC29
Dr. Kawamori reported that SC 29 and ITU-T/SG 9 will create a joint working group on this issue.

6. Activity reports and further discussion of additional collaborations among IEC TC 100, ISO/IEC JTC 1 and ITU-T
- Recent topics in IEC TC 100
Mr. Ezaki introduced IEC TC 100 recent topics based on the document, ITU‑T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_3_04.
Regarding DC power supply for PC, Mr. Frost informed that Home Gateway initiative had investigated similar common power supply in home in the past and Mr. Frost will transfer the information on TC 100 to the initiative.

Regarding accessibility, Mr. Naito informed that ITU-T has already prepared a guideline for accessibility.  

Regarding e-book and e-publishing standardization, Dr. Kawamori commented that IPTV would need to address not only video but also text and it was suggested to send a liaison statement to ITU-T SG 16 Q13 from TC 100 to inform e-book related activities in TC 100.
- Report from CENELEC TC 206

Mr. Valenta reported recent topics in CENELEC TC 206 based on the document, ITU‑T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_3_05.

New work initiative regarding multimedia delivery network in multi-dwelling units was introduced.  New EU mandate, M/451, measurement of power consumption is requesting CENELEC to prepare suitable standards.

- Report from ETSI

Dr. Frost reported activities in ETSI TISPAN WG 5 based on the document, ITU‑T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_3_06.
Energy efficiency issues are addressed also in TISPAN.  NEC has submitted a contribution.  Connection between networked vehicle and end user home network has been discussed.  
The other activities in ETSI regarding energy efficiency were introduced based on a draft report being prepared in ETSI which is composed of 184 pages.

GeSI, Global e-Sustainability Initiative (http://www.gesi.org) and a list of energy efficiency related EU mandates were introduced.

Structure and activities in Smart Meter Cooperation Group was introduced. A view of European Smart Meter Industry Group mapped in a chart prepared by TISPAN was introduced.  A draft of report on Smart Grid Cyber Security Strategy and Requirements prepared by NISTIR was introduced.  Dr. Frost showed expectation for information exchange on cyber security related discussion.  Mr. Naito responded that in ITU-T, SG 12, SG 13, SG 15 and SG 16 should be closely involved, and also agreed that the security aspects should be one of the important issues for Smart Grid. Mr. Cocimarov gave information on Smart Grid Study Group in JTC 1, SMB/SG 1 and SG 3 discussions in IEC, ISO TC 22 and IEC TC 69 activities for electric vehicles and Green ICT.  Mr. Cocimarov suggested preparing a consolidated chart of activities in various organizations, where such kind of chart has been currently depicted in each organization.
The possible actions pointed out were: 

· Outline the huge overlap problem

· Show some of duplication on a Taxonomy

· Suggest within each organization who could be contact or coordinator to reduce overlap

It was suggested that NIST Smart Grid Interoperability Panel will be a possible place to consolidate information.  Mr. Brian Markwalter of CEA, TC 100 US-TAG secretariat is one of board members in the panel.
It was agreed that Dr. Frost would prepare some pages of power point presentation chart for the smart grid and energy efficiency related organization structure and relationship.

- Report from JTC 1/SC 25

Dr. von Pattay introduced liaison ship between ITU-T and JTC 1 and projects under SC 25 based on the document, ITU-T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_3_07. Dr. Pattay questioned how to continue with failed FCD 29104: IT – Centralized management protocol (CMP) for ubiquitous home network service.
ISO/IEC 15018, Generic cabling for homes conducted in SC 25/WG 3 and some activities in WG 4 was introduced.
