MPEG key results

·  The 2nd JCT-VC meeting was held in Geneva at ITU headquarters under WP3/16 auspices during 21-28 July 2010 (including weekend sessions, so many documents mostly 2 parallel sessions. (220 participants 110 inputs)
· The common test conditions defined, a combination of high efficiency and low complexity, and of intra-only, random-access, and low-delay settings
· Work on Test Model under Consideration (TMuC) has progressed, and several iterations of tool integration have finished. Test model TM v1.0 should be agreed at October meeting
· MPEG plan to call HVEC standard MPEG-H. target completion July 2012
· MPEG eXtensible Middleware (MXM) and Advanced IPTV Platform (AIT) activities integrated into ISO/IEC 23006 Multimedia Services Platform Technologies:

· The scope of the Multimedia Service Platform Technologies (MSPT) is to support the service providers’ drive to deploy innovative multimedia services identifying a set of Elementary Services (ESs) and defining the corresponding set of protocols and APIs to enable any user in an MSPT value chain to access those services in an interoperable fashion.

· ISO/IEC 23006 consists of the following parts, 

· Part 1: Architecture and technologies

· Part 2: MPEG Extensible Middleware (MXM) API

· Part 3: Reference software

· Part 4: Elementary Services

· Part 5: Service Aggregation

· Evaluation of CfPs
· 24 Responses to 1st CfP in Dresden & 19 Responses to 2nd CfP in Geneva MPEG meetings.
· MPEG-V long editing period, new amendment to part 1 introducing new work on “assisted living” and biosensors in home environment, also geolocation to cover “in building” location services

· DASH (Dynamic Adaptive Streaming over HTTP)
· The proposals are classified as Manifest File and Delivery Format. Manifest File includes all the out-of-band information about the stream and is in XML, based on the 3GPP data model and description format. Delivery Format covers extensions and specialisations of the ISO file format used in MPEG-4 and of MPEG-2 Transport Stream.
· MMT (MPEG Media Transport)

· Originally CfP written assuming IP-based but text has now been changed to include future non-IP networks, standardisation of which is beginning in JTC1/SC6 and ITU-T Q21/13. 
· The call for proposals is open until 19 January 2011, and proposals will be reviewed during the weekend before the 95th meeting, which will be in Daegu, Korea on 24-28 January.
