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1. Fully Networked Car conference

    This conference is held by WSC (World Standards Cooperation) that is a collaboration of IEC, ISO and ITU, in conjunction with Geneva motor show in every March for two days. The first conference was held in 2003, skip 2004 then it was held in every year, it is promoted by WSC and mainly ITS is a theme with related attendance. The purpose is named as “Fully Networked Car”.

IEC/TC100 joined in 2007for the first time, the second was in 2008, and this year is the third.

    The conference had been taken a style of each attendee’s presentation one by one, but this year it was changed to a style of group discussion and communication between attendees for the given theme. A moderator leads discussion, there was no presentation of each attendee’s concern.

    TC100, at the first attendance in 2007, made a presentation that TC100standards are used in vehicle and show the presence of TC100. The next year TC100 attended with the same purpose. 3. Summary

Foe instance, from the voting, the important subjects are, Universality, Software update, Human interface and other, these key issues are also the items of TC100.          

· It is recommended that IEC attend FNC conference in the future. Discussion of all attendees is just an open conference on vehicle under WSC, it is good opportunity  for IEC, ISO and ITU to have a communication and share information.

· At the FNC meeting period, IEC/SG6 had not yet started. SG6 members are expected to attend the next FNC, also members of TC69 and TC100/AGS/SS5 are expected to attend.
