       The fifth Ad-Hoc meeting of ITU-T, JTC 1, TC 100 Joint High-Level meeting

The meeting took place on Saturday, January 19, 2013, 14:00 to 17:40 at ITU room K1 in Geneva, Switzerland.          
1.      Opening:
Mr. Felland, IEC TC 100 Chairman started the meeting thanking all participants to come even Saturday and bad weather condition. Roll call of delegates was made by self introduction. Mr. Felland introduced IEC TC 100’s overview briefly, based on the document ITU T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_03, for new participants who were not familiar with IEC TC 100.
2.      Approval of the agenda             

The draft agenda, ITU T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_01, was reviewed and approved without modification.
3.      Report of the fourth TC 100 High Level Meeting Ad-Hoc on November 20th, 2011 in Geneva, Switzerland.
Mr. Felland reviewed the meeting minutes, ITU T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_02. The report was approved.
4.
Report of current collaborative works:
4.1 collaborative works between ITU-T SG 16 and IEC/TC 100 
Mr. Ezaki reported collaborative standardization activity related to ITU-T SG 16 based on the document, ITU T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_04. Mr. Kinoshita made a detail report on the status of Rights Information Interoperability (RII) for IPTV service, PT 62698 and promotion activity of right permission management technology based on the document, ITU T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_05.

Mr. Kinoshita will visit WIPO and discuss about International Music Registry (IMR) status and its problems as project leader of PT 62698.
Dr. Kawamori reported that the parallel text in ITU-T SG 16 will be approved in the ITU-T SG 16 plenary meeting which will be held on Friday the week.

Mr. Ezaki reported liaison statements exchange between ITU-T SG 16 and TC 100 on OIPF standardization.

Dr. Kawamori emphasized that ITU-T SG 16 is going to collaborate on IPTV standardization but not on OIPF standardization. Mr. Ezaki agreed and changed the title of the relevant page of the presentation material from OIPF to IPTV.  Dr. Kawamori pointed out that TC 100 should not be a messenger between ITU-T SG 16 and OIPF regarding liaison statements exchanges. Dr. Kawamori requested TC 100 to consider IPTV terminal standardization in compliant with ITU-T recommendation Y.1910 and H.721, which are deployed by several countries and providers. Mr. Ezaki responded that TC 100 AGS and AGM had received the report from OIPF and agreed to bring forward the standardization based on the fact that HbbTV refers to OIPF specifications and HbbTV was launched in the market. Mr. Ezaki also responded that TC 100 is welcome to standardize terminal specification compliant with ITU-T recommendation Y. 1910 and H.721 and would like to discuss with ITU-T SG 16 how to standardize it in TC 100.  Dr. Kawamori commented that H. 721 was deployed by HbbTV too and by DVB. It was agreed that Dr. Kawamori and Mr. Ezaki would discuss how to collaborate to standardize the IPTV terminal specification in TC 100.  Dr. Hirakawa commented that the terminology of Hybrid Broadcast Broadband (Hbb) was changed to Integrated Broadcast Broadband (Ibb) in ITU-T SG 9 and ITU-R SG 6.  Dr. Kawamori commented that ITU-T SG 16 and SG 9 discussed the terminology and SG 16 proposed to use Integrated Broadcast Broadband.
4.2 collaborative works between ITU-T SG 9 and IEC/TC 100/TA 5
Mr. Ezaki reported liaison activities between ITU-T SG 9 and TC 100 based on the document, ITU-T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_04.  Three liaison statements on ITU-T J.296 “Specification for hybrid cable set-top box” and new work and progress of J.HiNoC for high-speed data transmission over coaxial cable system from ITU-T SG 9 to TC 100 were introduced.  Mr. Ezaki thanked invitations to FG SmartCable from SG 9.
Mr. Webster updated the status on J.HiNoC activity and FG SmartCable.  The requirement for HiNoC was consented in this week and numbered as J. 195.1. FG SmartCable had several meetings and additional three meetings are scheduled.  TC 100/TA 5 participation would be appreciated.

4.3 collaborative works between ITU-T SG 5 and IEC/TC 100
Mr. Ezaki reported liaison activities between ITU-T SG 5 and TC 100 based on the document, ITU-T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_04.  He reported that TC 100 submitted a liaison statement to SG 5 on the concern about universal Li-ion battery solution for mobile phone. TC 100 received a liaison back statement indicating that SG 5 would not conduct the standardization, which is good news for IEC. Regarding concern on the expansion of scope of L. adaptor, Mr. Ezaki expressed TC 100’s expectation on the coordination activity of Mr. Han, liaison representative between L. adaptor and TC 100.
Dr. Hirakawa reported that the chairman of IEC SMB is concerned about overlap between ITU-T and IEC and interested in the cooperative activity of this ITU-T, JTC 1 and TC 100 high level adhoc.  Dr. Hirakawa will report about this activity to SMB.
4.4 collaborative works between ITU-T FG AVA and IEC/TC 100
Mr. Ezaki reported liaison activities between ITU-T Focus Group on Audio Visual Media Accessibility (FG AVA) and TC 100 based on the document, ITU-T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_04. He reported that Ms. Ulrike Haltrich was appointed as the liaison representative between FG AVA and TC 100.  TC 100 and FG AVA had some liaison statement exchanges and TC 100 representative attended FG AVA meetings.  TC 100 provided information on AAL which is discussed in IEC SMB Strategy Group 5 and informed that TC 100 is gathering use cases for AAL in home, which was introduced to FG AVA for their cooperation.
4.5 collaborative works between ISO/IEC JTC 1 and IEC/TC 100
Mr. Ezaki reported liaison activities between ISO/IEC JTC 1 and TC 100 based on the document, ITU-T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_04. He introduced collaborative activities of accessibility, wireless power transfer, Audio archive (SC 23), DLNA and ECHONET (SC 25), Encoding guidelines for portable multimedia CE products using MP4 file format with AVC video codec and AAC audio codec (SC 29), EPUB (SC 34) and Green ICT (SC 39).
Mr. Jay Taylor thanked TC 100 to appoint Ms. Donna Sadowy as the liaison representative for SC 39.
4.6 Others
Dr. Hirakawa commented that IEC SMB ACTEL (Advisory Committee on Telecommunications) has a role to coordinate among TC/SCs and also ITU and JTC 1 but unfortunately does not work well.  Mr. Inokuchi is to be appointed as an alternate to ACTEL from TC 100 and expected to report on ACTEL in future meetings.

Activity reports from related organizations:
5.1
IEC TC 100
Mr. Ezaki reported topics in TC 100 focusing on the result of its plenary meeting which was held 26th October in Berlin, Germany based on the document, ITU-T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_06.
The report includes:
· Change of Assistant Secretary, Mr. Minami will leave and Mr. Inokuchi will take over

· Change of TA 9 Technical Secretary, Mr. Minami will leave and Mr. Naka will take over

· Change of TA 13 Technical Area Manager, Dr. Hermann left and Ms. Sadowy took over

· Establishment of new TA for wireless power transfer
· Change of scopes of TA 4 and 5 and change of title and scope of TA 6
· Liaison with JTC 1/SC 39 and CENELEC TC 100X

· Preliminary project on terminology for 3DTV and Study Session on 3DTV and UHDTV
· Accessibility and AAL
· IPTV and OIPF standardization
· Preliminary project on smart television

· e-Book, EPUB format
· Measuring method of power consumption for AV equipment
· Environmental aspect in the field of AV and ICT equipment

· Measuring method of power consumption for PC
· Common battery charger interfaces and USB Interface
· Common DC power supply for PC, and
· Smart Grid, Home Energy Management System and power consumption of network standby mode
Dr. Kawamori commented that ITU-T SG 16 is trying to consent new recommendation for HEVC, next generation video coding and would be able to share on 3DTV terminology. He added that SG 16 is also investigating UHDTV in IPTV.  The information exchange will be expected.

Regarding accessibility and AAL, Dr. Kawamori mentioned that FG AVA would take place next week. Mr. Campos explained that Focus Group participation is open to any other group outside ITU-T.
5.2
ITU-T SG 5
Mr. Ota reported overview of ITU-T SG 5 activity on behalf of Ms. Cristina Bueti, advisor of ITU-T SG 5, based on the document ITU-T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_07.  SG 5 has three working parties and WP 3, ICT and climate change, has seven Questions. Most related Questions to this adhoc would be Q13/5, Environmental impact reduction including e-waste, and Q19/5, Power feeding systems.  Mr. Ota emphasized that ITU-T works on requirements and does not specify device specification.  Mr. Ota also introduced Joint Coordination Activity on ICTs & Climate Change (JCA-ICT&CC). Mr. Ota finally highlighted the following three cooperation points:
· Draft Recommendation on universal power adapter for ICT devices for portable use 
· Joint IEC – ITU-T activity could boost LVDC application
· Best practices for data centers 
Regarding a question on the voltage level considered in SG 5, Mr. Ota responded that there are two areas of voltage, 260 to 380 volt replacing current 48 volt in telephone line and data centre and lower voltage in home application replacing AC adaptors in home.  It is expected to collaborate for lower voltage area in home application with specifying requirements by SG 5 and specifying actual specification by IEC.
Mr. Jay Taylor commented that JTC 1/SC 39 established liaison ship with ITU-T SG 5 firstly and has interface with other TCs and IEC SMB Strategy Group 4 for LVDC.  He mentioned that the challenge is national electric code to support the activity and SC 39 is discussing with UL and NEMA.
5.3
ITU-T SG 9

Mr. Webster introduced brief overview of ITU-T SG 9, based on the document ITU‑T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_08. ITU-T SG 9 covers everything cable television related, focusing on contribution to primary distribution and secondary distribution of television and sound programs.  SG 9 also addresses quality assessment of video and audiovisual services. SG 9 has two working parties and one Question directly reported to the plenary.  Mr. Webster also introduced FG SmartCable.  He encouraged other parties to join the focus group.  He introduced some topics in SG 9, 

· Telecommunication systems for broadcasting of television and sound programs (e.g., IPTV)
· Use of CATV networks to provide interactive video services, telephone and data services, including Internet access
· Quality assessment of video and multimedia over cable networks
· Transmission of Large Screen Digital Imagery (LSDI and new services such as 3DTV and Ultra High Definition TV)
· Conditional Access (e.g. protection of subscription services etc.), and 

· Smart Cable Television
Regarding quality assessment activity, VQEG, TC 100/TA 11 had joined in the past but the group would welcome the participation of TA 11 again.  The next meeting will be held in Kyoto, Japan.
5.4
ITU-T SG 16
Mr. Naito introduced brief overview and new structure of ITU-T SG 16, based on the document ITU‑T_JTC1_TC100_Adhoc_5_09.  It was noted that working party numbering is different from the former structure.  The next SG 16 meeting will be held in the end of October, 2013.

ISO/IEC JTC 1
There was no report.
6. 
Further discussion of collaborations among ITU-T, ISO/IEC JTC 1 and IEC TC 100
The following collaborative items were identified as short term collaborations:
- Rights Information Interoperability

- IPTV related/Smart TV
- Glossary for IPTV, smart TV, 3DTV
- Accessibility and AAL
- 3D TV, 

- Smart Grid related

- Requirements of home cabling using Fiber optics

- Wireless power transmission

- Climate change and environmental issues

- IoT (Internet of Things)
- eBook

- UHD TV

- DC distribution

- Multiple devices, screen interaction
Mr. Cocimarov mentioned that in case of exciting and visible new area, every organization rushes into the area without prior coordination with other organizations and they are embarrassing each other. He raised an issue how we can initiate the coordination in more professional manner.  He proposed to prepare, for example, a matrix in which expertise of each organization is described to identify cooperative areas. He intended that if we could share the work among the related organizations at the very beginning stage, the energy for the coordination would be reduced.
The chairman appreciated his proposal as a good attempt and called for comments.

Mr. Webster commented that an effective way would be to gather technical experts from related organizations in one room to discuss the issue.  Face to face discussion of technical experts would reduce the difficulty rather than management level discussion.

Dr. Hirakawa commented that CEN/CENELEC has joint technical meeting with ETSI to respond to Eu Mandate.  They have such collaboration but ISO, IEC and ITU have no such mechanism, besides WSC is discussing only for management issue.
It was agreed to set this issue open and call for proposal to improve the coordination.
